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SUMMARY OF PUBLIC COMMENTS & RESPONSES 
 
 
Comment:  A comment was received regarding the details of the illicit discharges and stormwater legislation 
that was adopted into the Village Code. 
 
Response:  Consistent with the NYSDEC requirements, the Village adopted local ordinances to provide more 
specific regulation of stormwater runoff and illicit discharges to waterbodies.  The Village adopted the NYS 
IDDE Model Law in its entirety which empowers the Village to conduct inspections and assign violations for 
illicit discharges to municipal systems, roadways, waterbodies, etc.  The Village stormwater regulations require 
construction projects with disturbances greater than 1 acre to obtain coverage under the NYSDEC General 
Permit for Stormwater Discharges from Construction Activity.  To obtain this permit, the applicant must 
development of a Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan, including a general construction schedule, preparation 
of an erosion and sediment control plan, description of appropriate maintenance procedures for erosion and 
sediment controls, and pollution prevention measures during construction activities are required.  The 
regulations also set forth an inspection schedule during construction activities.
